Each intensive
focuses on a specific media and is designed to challenge students to elevate their current art
skills or explore an entirely new practice, becoming a stronger artist altogether.

Jun 3-7 / Ceramics + Sculpture
Ages 13+ from 12-2:30 PM / Instructed by Liz Cowan / downstairs classroom

Study the properties of clay and learn how to become a successful ceramicist. Students
will be challenged to push the boundaries of traditional ceramics and create unique, ex-
ploratory sculptures that play with form, surface decoration, and function while utilizing
the hand building techniques of coil, pinch, and slab. Students will also enjoy a special
wheel throwing experience while learning basic throwing processes.
